Demonstrate Knowledge Of Phonics Skills (cont’d.)
	Use decoding skills to accurately and fluently read and spell phonetically regular words
Decode words from common word families

Read and spell high frequency words

Read and spell inflectional forms (-s, -ed, -ing) and root words (look, looked, looking)

Reread and self-correct word recognition errors

Generate the sounds of all the letters and letter patterns including consonant blends and long- and short-vowel patterns and blend those sounds into recognizable words

Demonstrate letter-sound correspondence knowledge to decode unknown and pseudo-words
Produce speech sounds associated with all individual letter symbols and letter combinations for diagraphs, blends, and r controlled vowels
